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**It can be discussed how many real jobs the table tennis event generates, as sports events in Denmark are mostly run by volunteers.
To the above spin-offs should be added the extra tourism turnover in Aarhus and the rest of Denmark due to the fact that 11% of the respondents in the sample extend their table tennis stay (=holiday makers). A rough estimate says +1 mio. DKK.

In short, the majority of the spin-offs of hosting the Liebherr European Champion-ships 2005 stays in the host region and 84% of the tourism turnover of almost 16 mio. DKK is foreign (=DKK 13.2 mio.).
Value added (=Gross Factor Income)
Generated GFI in the host region due to the table tennis event was DKK 9 mio. equivalent to 57% of the tourism turnover.

Employment
The tourism turnover in the host region generated a total of 20.1 manyears in the County of Århus and 7.8 manyears in the rest of Denmark (due to the export-/import structure between the different regions/counties of Denmark). 
In other words; each 1 mio. DKK tourism turnover in Denmark generates 1.75 manyears.
It should, however, be stressed that the majority of manpower necessary to run a European Table Tennis Championship is voluntary and unpaid, which means that the generated employment is more of a technical nature. 
Having said that, the appr. 28 manyears totally cover both 1) direct, 2) indirect and 3) induced employment, i.e. as an example 1) hotel staff in Århus 2) staff at sub-suppliers in and outside Århus 3) staff in and outside Århus, necessary to meet the extra demand for goods and services caused by the households, whose disposable income were positively influenced by the initial injection (tourism turnover). 
Tax revenue and reduced unemployment
The total public sector impacts amounted to 5.2 mio. DDK, of which 4.5 mio. DKK equivalent to almost 87% went to the State.

To this should be added reduced unemployment benefit for the individuals, who are employed thanks to the table tennis event. Se, however, under “Employment”. 
Bednights
The event generated 17,060 bednights in the host region, 14,324 being foreign (=84%), and more than 9 out of 10 were in Århus City.
77% of the bednights were in hotels, motels and inns.
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Based on the sample of approx. 350 respondents a further 1,000 bednights are estimated to have been spent either just before or just after the table tennis event in the host region and/or in the rest of Denmark due to holiday making. 
24 hours expenditure
The group of individuals with the highest 24 hours expenditure per person is interregional spectators, spending DKK 1,228. 
This rather high level is mainly due to many commercial excursions and a high restaurant frequency rate.
All table tennis event related sports tourist as a whole in Århus:
The average spending on a 24 hours’ basis was DKK 921, independent of nationality, age, gender and group of individuals (spectator, player, media etc.).

Expenditure on different categories
Not surprisingly, subsistence costs are the highest, namely 86% of the tourism turnover, i.e. 13.5 mio. DKK.

Spectators
The local residents of Århus County made up approx. 18% of all events related individuals. Their expenditure is not included in spin-offs reported in this impact analysis.
Companions to players, team leaders etc. made up 21% of all spectators in the sample and 25% of all players/team leaders etc.

Was the event spectator or player driven?
Spectator driven, as their expenditure made up 46% of the total tourism turnover. On the other hand, they constituted 54% of the total population excl. local resi-dents from the host region. 
The players/team leaders etc. made up 35% of the total population but accounted for only 27% of the total population.
Sightseeing frequency etc. excl locals
3 out of 10 sports tourists at this event go sightseeing, and almost 4 if the ”maybe-answers” are included. The individuals who go sightseeing visits on an average 2 attractions each.

How many knew the tourist attractions beforehand? excl. locals
Of the 29% ”yes-go-sightseeing” respondents, the majority, 69%, said that they knew The Old Town beforehand.
Marketing/-information channels
The majority came to know about the event through a table tennis club or fede-ration, namely 70%.

Generally, the scores are very high, and especially the 1,52 for ”local support and atmosphere in Århus” is worth noting, as usually this aspect is not rated that high when measured by Sports Foundation Denmark at selected international sports events throughout the country. 
Would the sports tourists have come to the host region had it not 

been due to the event? excl. locals
61% would definitely NOT have come to Århus, had it not been due to the event, and 9% only maybe. 
Or in other words: only 3 out of 10 European Table Tennis Championship guests would have come to Århus after all.

Would the sports tourists want to come back? excl. locals
41% said yes to Århus (and almost 62% if the maybe-answers are included).

As for the rest of Danmark 39% said yes and 42% if the maybe-answers are
included.

Spectators demography
76% of the spectators are men, and of these, 53% are between 25-49 years of 

age (among the 24% female spectators, 53% are also between 25-49 years).
Affiliation with the table tennis sport (excl. players and team leaders etc.)

76% are member of a  table tennis club or have been previously. 20% indicate ”general interest” as their main reason for being at the table tennis event.

How many competition days are the sports tourists in Århus?
The majority, i.e. 1/3, is in Århus 8 days.

When is the sample collected?
50% 30 March and 50% 31 Marts 2005 inside and outside of Atletion as well as at a hotel in the centre of Århus.
Holiday making share of sports tourists excl. locals
11% accounting for estimated 1,000 extra bednights all over Denmark.
Value for money?
93% answered yes, the staging of the event lived up to their expectations.

The Event Budget (net)
Approx. 2,5 mio DKK excl. the accomodation part (and well over 9 mio. DKK if included.). 
Please bear in mind that only thanks to the 170 unpaid volunteers the staging of the event was possible.
Public investments in the event

Public direct and indirect subsidies from the host city amounted to DKK 400.000  

and 150.000 DKK, respectively. Equivalent to 22% of the net event budget and 


approx. 4% of the tourism turnover.

To this should be added that Sports Foundation Denmark, as a national sports


events supporting organization, dedicated subsidies for the event to the amount of 

DKK 310,000 as well as a deficit guarantee of DKK 500,000.
